The purposes of this research were to compare students’ English speaking ability and
self-confidence before and after being taught through the task-based activities and scaffolding
strategies. The target group was 30 Mathayom Suksa 5 students who enrolled in an English
listening and speaking course in the first semester of the academic year 2007 at Khon Kaen
Wittayayon School, Amphur Maung, Khon Kaen Province. The English speaking test and the
. self-confidence test were administered to them before and after being taught through the Task-
Based Activities and Scaffolding Strategies for 20 periods. The data were analyzed by using
percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The findings revealed that the students” English speaking ability and self-confidence were

increased after being taught through the Task-Based Activities and Scaffolding Strategies.
