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The purposes of this research were to study the level of opinion of senators toward
performiance according to the Constitution of 1997, and the factors which caused difference in
the level of opinion. The samples consisted of 136 senators. Data were collected by using of
questionnaires. Statistics employed for data analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t-test, one-way ANOVA, and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient. The level of

statistical significance was set at 0.05.

The research found out that the level of opinion of senators was moderately
satisfactory. Age, income, education level, and the region did not cause difference in their
opinion. The attitudes toward democracy did not have a relationship with the opinion toward
performance in general. However, going into details, it was found that their attitudes toward
democracy had a negative relationship with their opinion toward performance in terms of

overseeing the government and the appointment of officers in independent organizations.
