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Attempted suicide or repeated suicide is a major public health problem in Thailand.
The impacting effects of repeated suicide are physical, mental and social. Nurses are important
health professionals in the care of persons who attempt suicide in the community, by assisting in
the prevention of repeat suicide attempts by using nursing practices and the five stages of the
nursing process.

The purpose of this study was to examine the nursing practices for prevention of
repeat suicide among persons who attempted suicide in Mae Tha district, Lamphun province. The
population of this study was twenty nurses who worked in community. The instruments used for
data collection was the questionnaire of personal data and nursing practice for persons who
attempted suicide that was developed by the researcher from reviewed literature. The content
validity index (CVI) of the questionnaire was 0.96 and Pearson’s coefficient reliability obtained
by test-retest was 0.82. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics.

The results of study showed that are as follows : Nurse use based on nursing
processes, nurses had been done 96.67% on nursing assessment, 90.00 % on nursing diagnosis,
84.00 % on nursing care plan, 87.33 % on nursing intervention, 96.67 % on nursing evaluation.
The reasons for low percentage to used nursing care plan were; nurses lacked knowledge and

skills in caring for persons with attempted suicide in the community; lacked knowledge on how to

use the nursing care plan in the nursing process; lacked experienée in caring for persons who
attempted suicide; a new nurse lacked communication skills in an organization; and they had a
heavy workload and transferred the patients to the psychiatric nurses in Mae Tha hospital.

The results of this study can be used as the database for community nurses using in
nursing practice can get for basic in developing knowledge and skills of effective nursing practice

with attempted suicide persons in community.
