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The purpose of the present study was to investigate Mathayomsuksa IV students’ response
to cognitive conflict situation in physics sﬁbject. The subjects were consisted of 3 groups of
Mathayomsuksa IV students, 3 to each group, in Srisongkram School, Wang Sapoong District, Leoi
Province during the first semester of the 2005 academic year. The study employed qualitative
research procedure which emphasizes protocol analysis and analytic description. It was based on
Lee and Kwon’s frame of reference (2001) for investigating sign of cognitive conflict and Chinn
and Brewer’s frame of reference (1998) for investigating the response to cognitive conflict situation.

The findings:

When facing the prearranged cognitive conflict situation, the students showed 5 signs of
cognitive conflict, i.e. recognition of anomaly, interest, anxiety, reappraisal of cognitive conflict
situation/hesitation and contradiction. The students also responded to cognitive conflict situation in

4 ways, i.e. uncertainty, rejection, abeyance and reinterpretation.
