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Nowadays there has been a lot of progress in science and technology
that increases the complexity of our social economic and political
environment, rendering the administration of the government with difficulty.
The legislative branch, therefore, establishes certain criteria, procedure,
condition and type of subordinate legislation or rules to govern the state with
efficiency for the benefit of the public in providing public services. As a
result, the executive branch has employed plenty of subordinate legislation
and rules as a tool and mechanism to solve the problems in carrying out its

functions. As such it produces undesirable effect upon the citizens and the
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officers of the executive branch themselves. In order to safeguard the right,
freedom and the property of the citizens and the officials and to ensure that
the action of the officials conform to the law, it is necessary that there should
be some measure to ensure thét the subordinate legislation and rules are
legally issued.

The agency which vested with the power to decide and revoke the
subordinate legislation or rules in this event is the Administrative Law Court.

There are a variety of regulations of the administrative agencies with
different issuing authority, substance, sanction as well as its effect upon the
right, freedom and the property of the people and government officials.
However, some of these regulations are internal matter and applicable to the
officials within that particular agency only and some are applicable to the
general public. As a result there is only a portion of regulations which is
subject to the review of the Administrative Law Court.

Thus, it is necessary to make a study in order to find the genuine
meaning of rules and regulations under the review of the Administrative Law

Court.
