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The old age persons are the groups of people that deserve to be taken care from the
government. They will have stable well-being and social insurance as well as under right
protection. We found that Thailand in the past 20 years, the increasing rate of the population has
declined due to the birth control policy. Therefore, in the present and in the future, the population
consists of the old age persons increasingly. The development of public health increases the age
of the population. Then Thai society turns to the society of old age persons. However, the Office
of National Economics and Social Development Committee expect that the total population in
B.E.2568 will be about 72,260,000 and the old age persons more than 60 years old will be about
14,452,000 or 20% of the total population in the country. That situation makes Thailand moving
to the society of the old age persons. If we are well prepared to the old age persons society and
increases the quality of life for the old age persons, the population in Thailand will have quality as
well.

In the present, the law for the Quality of Life Promotion for the Old Age Persons in
Thailand does not exist. There are only laws relating to the welfare management for the old age
persons which are parts of some laws such as the Constitution of Royal Thai Kingdom in B.E.
2550, the Old Age Persons Act in B.E. 2546, the law of Social Insurance, the law of
Superannuation for the Civil Servants and some secondary laws such as Royal Decree, Regulation
of Ministries or Department and Plans in different levels. They do not support or protect the
quality of life of the old age persons equally and fairly.

From the studies of theories and the analysis of questionnaires for the old age
persons and the results of the focus groups in Practical Seminar with the old age persons and the
specialists in many fields, the researchers found that the old age persons agree with the need for
promoting the quality of life of the old age persons and the need for the quality of life promotion
for the old age persons in the future. The principles should be as follows; first, they want to have
the promotion and the development of the quality of mental and physical health of the old age
persons the most and should contain in the law. Secondly, they want to have the management of
welfare and environment for the old age persons to access and use. It will help the old age

persons to gain good quality of life both physical and mental health in the future. Thirdly, the
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security of life for the old age persons will bring confidence and encourage the people. They will
feel worthy and have moral support to live. Fourthly, the social and culture of the old age persons
are also vital. The old age persons deserve to live in good society and culture. There are activities
and friends that accompany them. They do not feel lonely and have good mental health and are
proud that they are valuable in the society. Fifthly, the old age persons think that their money and
financial status are important. In the present, the old age persons have longer life. Most of them
are not working. If the government helps them to have money and good financial status, they will
have good quality of life. Sixthly, the education and learning process will assist the old age
persons to improve themselves and can change their life to the social transition and make them
feel worthy.

According to the reasons above, the researchers suggest for composing the draft of
the Quality of Life Promotion of the Old Age Persons in Thailand Act B.E. .... which will launch
the law of the Quality of Life Promotion of the Old Age Persons soon. It will be advantageous
for the old age persons directly and will secure the life of the old age persons. Moreover, the law
will assist the old age persons to receive fair care. It will also be the insurance of the old age
persons to get good benefit. Therefore, the researchers propose that the government should
launch the law to establish funding for promoting and developing of quality of life of the old age
persons because it improves the quality of life of the old age persons. This funding will help the
old age persons to have more security life. Moreover, there should be the law of physical and
mental health insurance including the medical care. They may receive free medical care and
accommodation. In addition, they should have additional income and survival interest. The
researchers propose that the law should indicate the special rights for the old age persons to have
better quality of life, for example; the old age persons can receive free medical care and excellent
quality without complex regulations. Each of them can receive survival interests for the rest of
their life. There should be the punishment for the children who treat their parents badly. In
addition, the law should promote the quality of life for the old age persons. It should be the law
for the old age persons and protect the benefit indeed including enforcing seriously and widely.

However, at the end of this research project, the researchers make a draft of the
Quality of Life Promotion for the Old Age Persons in Thailand Act B.E. .... which can give the

direction for launching the law in the future.
