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THE DEVELOPMENT OF A “READ” MODEL TO ENHANCE TODDLERS™ PRE-READING
SKILLS
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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research and development study was to model toddler’s
pre-reading skills. To achieve this, the READ model was developed and consisted of four steps:
Read (R), Expand (E), Activity (A), and Display (D). The model was provided for 8 weeks duration to
Banruk Nursery School and used with 15 children, ages 2.5-3.0 years old. The researchers observed
the behavior of pre-reading skills every two weeks, including the first time before starting program, for
a total of five times. Repeated measures ANOVA was used to analyze the data. The result showed

that toddler’s pre-reading skills advanced at every observation, at a statistically significant level
of .05.
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
