Title of the study : Child Abuse and Neglect in the Northeast. BEy JirawonTanwattanakul, Krittaya

The purposes of this research were to study the prevalence, types and levels of severity and
related factors to child abuse and neglect as well as the impact on children’s behaviors and
management of child abuse and neglect in the families of Isan community context. Data collection was
through a questionnaire with 1,553 current students in secondary levels 1-6, 12-18 years of age,
from schools in three provinces in the Northeast during June-September 2002. The tool, created by
the reseacher, with reliability obtained by Alpha-Cronbach Coefficient at 0.90, was checked by the
experts for the content’s reliability. Data analysis was by frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, median, quartile, chi-square, independent t-test, and logistic regression.

The results of the research:

The prevalence of child abuse and child neglect was found at 73.7%; physical abuse,
emotional abuse, neglect, and sexual abuse accounted for 54.6, 52.2, 37.6, and 2.8% respectively.
Most abused children did not taking care of at 62.6% follow by ability to manage by themselves at
40.6%. The rating levels of severity for physical abuse ranged from medium to very high; emotional
abuse was rated slightly low; sexual abuse and neglect slightly low to very high. Females were mostly
found as abusers, at 60.0%; both parents, at 50.6% followed by mothers alone, at 27.2%

The factors related to the child abuse and neglect were statistically significant (p<0.05) were
child factors-age,gender,birth order, self-esteem and income sufficiency; parent factors-father’s
educational level,mother’s literacy, history of maternal abusive characteristics and personality related
to such characteristics; and family factors in terms of economy and residence-family relationship,
family debt and school district.

Children who were abused and neglected were found likely with the impact on their behaviors
at 5.77 times of those who were not (95% CI=4.47-7.45). Children who were sexual abused wérc
likely with the highest impact on behaviors at 12.99 times of those who were not. Children who were
abused more than one type of abuse were found with the increasing impact on their behaviors as 3-20
times of those who were not.children who were abused in higher severity were likely with to impact on
thetr behaviors at 3-6 times of those who were not. Ways to solutions used the most by these children

were by themselves, followed by consulting their maothers and consulting their peers respactively.
