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Abstract

This research aims to studythe social adaptive ability of undergraduate
students, and compare the social adaptiveabilityofthefirst year undergraduate
studentsMahasarakham University from different faculties in semester 2,
academic year 2555, with 895 students. Obtaining from the stratified random
sampling and research tools used 5 rating scales assessment forms: adjustment
ability scale of the first year undergraduate students divided into 5 parts
consisting of 50 items with the power of discrimination for each item (r) from
.507 to 766 and the reliability test from .712 to .832 . The statistics that used to
analyze the data was the One way ANOVA and test for the average difference
by LSD, the research found that

1. The result of social adaptive ability of the first year undergraduate
students, Mahasarakham University was in high level included 5 parts ; making
friend , studying , activity participation , accommodation , and environment .The
faculty that had the highest social adaptive ability was the Faculty of Education
and the faculty that had the lowest social adaptiveability was the Faculty of
Medicine with an average 4.26 and 3.71 respectively.

2. The result of a different testing of a social adaptive ability of students
from different faculties found that their social adaptiveabilities are different as
well at the significant level .01. When experiment for the difference in pair found
thatstudents from different faculties have the different social adaptiveabilitiessuch
as Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences have the different social adaptive
abilities from College of Music, Faculty of Science, Faculty of Informatics
and Faculty of Architecture Urban Design and Creative Arts. The Faculty of
Education has the different social adaptive abilities from College of Politics
and Governance and Faculty of Architecture Urban Design and Creative Arts.
The Faculty of Medicine, College of Politics and Governancehave the different

social adaptive abilities from College of Music and Faculty of Architecture
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Urban Design and Creative Arts. The Faculty of Medicine, College of Music

have the different social adaptive abilities from Faculty of Architecture Urban

Design and Creative Arts. The Faculty of Medicine, Faculty of Science have

the different social adaptive abilities from Faculty of Architecture Urban Design

and Creative Arts. The Faculty of Medicine, and Faculty of Informatics have

the different social adaptive abilities from Faculty of Architecture Urban Design

and Creative Arts and Faculty of Medicine.
