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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to analyze selected factors that affected lecturers’ self-efficacy.
The selected factors were teaching success experience, causal attribution of teaching, mode observationl,
anxiety, attitude toward subject, years of teaching, and teaching their major field. Subjects were 300
lecturers from Isaan Rajamangala University of Technology selected through proportionate stratified
sampling. Data were analyzed by using Path Analysis

Findings of the research revealed that (1) the variables that had positive direct effect on lecturers’
self efficacy were attitude toward the subject (0.376), teaching success experience (0.230) and causal

attribution of failure to lack of effort (0.199): (2) The variables that had positive indirect effect on lecturers’
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self- efficacy were attitude toward the subject (0.076), causal attribution of success to effort (0.052), causal
attribution of success to fortune (0.056), causal attribution of failure to fortune (0.022); (3) The variable that

had negative indirect effect on lecturers’ self-efficacy was causal attribution of failure to effort (-0.081); and

(4) The variance of the analyzed model accounting for lecturers’ self efficacy was 26% (R=0.519).
