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This study investigated academic affairs performance of of Kowittamrong
Chiangmai School. Population under study comprised 81 teachers from aforementioned school in
the 2007 academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items covering essential of the
topic. Whereupon, collected data were analyzed through applications of frequency and
percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

In performing academic affairs tasks of the above school; most teachers revealed that
nearly all tasks were carried out in curriculum and its implementation, learning arrangement plan,
teaching materials, library, supervision, research, and measurement and evaluation. Some
teachers indicated nonperformance in the set up of internet system in the library and classroom
research. Moreover, few problems were found, i.e., curriculum in some sections did not cover
subject matters, lacked of electronic aids and materials, teachers did not utilize innovation,
insufficient books in the library, advance notice was not given for supervision, and lacked of

expertise in measurement and evaluation.
