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This study investigated student discipline work as performed by teachers in Kuru —-
Mae Nachorn Educational Development Network Group, Mae Chaem District, Chiang Mai
Province. Population under study cor;iprised 115 teacher form aforementioned network in the
2008 academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items asking about essential of
the topic. Collected data were then analyzed through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

In performing student discipline work, most teachers from the above network revealed
the ensuing aspects, i.e., set up class duties with students; established rules and regulations for
students to follow; pointed out the consequences clearly of what students would get when
inappropriate behavior were committed; immediately stopped student’ inappfopriate behavior;
acted on students inappropriate behavior every time as agreed upon; penalized when necessary;
let students select ways of punishment; penalized students by considering causes of the abusive
behavior; penalized students by considering kindness principle and did not use rough treatment.
In preventing students’ disciplinary misbehavior, misbehavior in and out of class, school absentee
and apathetic behavior; most teachers gave praise to students when good deeds were revealed,

gave counsel and direction to the right path, and conducted themselves as good examples.
