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The study entitled, “The Enforcement on Seizure of Immovable Property at the Office:
A Case Study of the Legal Execution Office in Lampang Province”, is designed to analyze
litigants® opinion, knowledge and understanding toward procedures of the enforcement on seizure
of immovable property at the office in Lampang Province, including the satisfaction and demand
of the litigants and legal execution officers toward the enforcement on seizure of immovable
property at the office in Lampang Province. Yet, the study is aimed to analyze problems,
obstacles and faults resulted from the enforcement on seizure of immovable property at the office.
It is also purported to find out a means to solve and improve performance process of the legal
execution officers about the enforcement on seizure of immovable property at the office in
Lampang Province. Data are collected from two sampling groups: 1) 200 plaintiffs or the creditor
as well as the excused as decided by the court, who had come to contact about the enforcement on
seizure of immovable property at the office in Lampang Province between November through
December, 2002 and 2) 4 enforcement officers at the office in Lampang Province. Device for
data collection is questionnaire and structured interview. The obtained data are analyzed by the
SPSS/PC+ with emphasis on statistical value in terms of attribute statistics in the form of
frequency, percentage, and mean, including the Chi-square test with statistic significance 0.05.

Results of the study revealed that the litigants have an agreement Witl:l [;;o:eci—ur-e:s -c.)fvth::
enforcement on seizure of immovable property at the office on medium scale. With regard to
degree of the litigants® knowledge and understanding of its procedures, it is rated good while their
satisfaction toward the enforcement on seizure of immovable property at the office is generally
weighed on medium scale.

As for the officers concerned, majority of them is satisfied with the enforcement on
seizure of immovable property at the office in the three aspects: rules and regulations, personnel
and their achievement. As regards the problem and obstacle, both the litigants and enforcement
officers share common idea, that is to say, it is understaffed; the office is also crowded, especially
the room for auction sale.

As regards suggestions for improvement, the litigants said that the property seizure should
be done outside the office and the officers should go out to inspect the real estate in order for them
to see true nature of the property, and able to make a proper assessment. But the enforcement
officers suggest that computer program should be developed to the effect that it is able to work
efficiently. Additionally, in-service training should be organized for the officers to provide them
with knowledge and skills in various aspects, and the enforcement office should be renovated or

extended exclusively.
