The purpose of this study was to investigate the status, problems and
recommendations in clinical supervision at the private kindergartens in Muang
District, Khon Kaen Province. The samples were 41 administrators and 168 teachers.
The questionnaires were used as the research tool for collecting data. These were
analysed by the SPSS for Windows program, and the measured outcomes were in
percentage, means and standard deviation.

The results of the study revealed that :

The status of clinical supervision in the private kindergartens were shown at a
“moderate” level arranged in descending order as follows : performance study of the
existing conditions, problems and needs, planning and evaluation.

The problems in clinical supervision were shown at a “low” level in all aspects
except for the study of the existing conditions, problems and needs which was shown
at “moderate” level. The problems were arranged in descending order as follows
1) policy, objective and goal analysis on the educational administration at the national
~ and division levels, 2) analysis on the status, problems and needs in the collaborative
development of quality educational administration, and 3) survey of the problems and
priorities in clinical supervision.

The recommendations for clinical supervision were summarized as follows :
1) administrators and teachers should work collaboratively in the study of the present
status, problems and needs for clinical supervision 2) administrators should be experts

in the clinical supervision and the evaluation after the supervision.
