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Development of Happiness Learning Scales of Lower Secondary

School Students in Bangkok Metropolis
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Abstract

This study aimed to 1) study the meaning and element of Happiness in Learning and 2) develop, examine the
quality, and establish the norm of Happiness Learning Scales. The 1°' phase was a qualitative study by the synthesis of
documents, relevant researches and in-depth interviews with the informants. The 2™ phase involved scale development,
assessment, and norm establishment among 240 students from schools in Bangkok metropolis.

The research results indicated that 1) Happiness in Learning was developed from literature review and qualitative
data composed of 12 components: (1) good relationship with friend, (2) good relationship with teacher, (3) good
relationship with parents, (4) good physical and mental well-being, (5) self-esteem, (6) value of learning, (7) goals of
learning, (8) positive emotional in learning, (9) self-regulation, (10) learning flow, (11) learning things aptly and attentively,
and (12) learning in suitable environment; and 2) Happiness Learning Scales consisted of 80 items, the evaluation of the
technical adequacies of this scale revealed (1) content validity as affirmed by relevant experts, (2) Construct validity was
confirmed by the known-group technique (t = 13.82, p <.05) (3) the confirmatory factor analysis demonstrated that the
model developed fitted with the empirical data (X?=54.25, df =43, p = .117, X¥/df = 1.26, GFI=.964, RMSEA=.033,
SRMR=.0329, CFI=.996, AGFI=.934) and (4) the overall Cronbach’s alpha coefficient was at .987 and the norm development
yielded the Normalized T-score range of T17.16 - T74.78.
